Community Grant Programs

A Partnerships for Parks: projects on
property owned or maintained by
Baltimore City Department of
Recreation & Parks, $500 -$5,000

A Neighborhood Greening: projects on
other neighborhood open spaces, up
to $1,000

Twice yearly grant rounds
