About the Clean Water Mini-Grant Program

· If your community can benefit from landscaping or green infrastructure to absorb or clean stormwater

· If you would like to encourage practices to make your community cleaner or less polluted

Not sure what to look for? Look for the following in your community:
· Bare or exposed soil

· Gutter downspouts that do not drain into a greened area

· Empty tree pits

· Flooding from clogged storm drains/street gutters 

· Littering and neglected trash

· Fertilizer and pesticide overuse

· Car washing and car repair on street
· Unnecessary hard surfaces, pavement that drains to the street

· Sustainable landscaping, including planting and maintaining native trees and plants 

· Rain barrel installations

· Downspout disconnections 

· Community rain gardens

· Educational workshops and behavior change campaigns
